Steering Group Terms of Reference

· Based on the preliminary legal advice that had been received, the Steering Group agreed that official contracts between PERL and its partners was not necessary, but some form of agreement between PERL and its partners was considered necessary

· Victoria to seek advice from the EU during her upcoming coordinators meeting about contracts, copyright, the use of logos, photos, and rights associated with translations
· investigate the ‘creative commons’ and open source software for ideas

· keep the copyright simple, and to consider the requirements set by UNEP and UNESCO
· photos – ask for permission, keep materials positive, if people are not identifiable then probably OK.

· possibly need to have guidelines for Work Groups, and talk to the publications and translations groups in particular

· Translation of ‘Here and Now’ – English version is a UNEP document and the translation would be checked informally 

Research

· Global Survey on Sustainable Lifestyles - intention is to give access to the data but need to decide which formats are most useful

· Declan to start developing by email some guidance for research 

PERL letters 

· logos on letter template – need to reduce the file size – perhaps to use black and white versions
· Steering Group members to send PERL Core Unit any updated logos and any rules covering the use of their institutions’ logos

PERL website

· investigate a different URL
· logos on website – need a disclaimer and conditions of use

· Suggested that too much information had been sent to Work Groups before the meeting – better to refer to the website

· discussion of possible NING network platform – suggestion that people are overloaded with different web ‘membership’ sites and would not use it.   Agreed that those that wanted to could start using it
